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BSO HISTORY

The BSO represents an example of how a
regional community can build and sustain
a orchestral ensemble, offering access to
live symphonic music outside of major
metropolitan centers.

Its combination of adult ensemble and youth
education fosters continuity of musical culture
in the Lowcountry.

Through its repertoire and outreach, the

orchestra helps “Keep the Music Live,” as their motto puts it, and strengthens
cultural life in Beaufort County and surrounding areas.

Founded in 1985 as the Beaufort Chamber Orchestra, the ensemble began as a
small group of local string musicians under conductor Peter Dunden. It quickly
expanded, adding more instruments and evolving into a full symphony orchestra.
In the early 1990s, it was renamed the Beaufort Symphony Orchestra (BSO),
reflecting its broader repertoire and growth. Since 1992, Frederick Devyatkin has
served as Music Director, guiding the BSO to become a 45+ member ensemble
performing four annual concerts ranging from classical to pops.
